This is most easily done by

reviewing MED-LINE and other computer data base services provided by

the National Medical Library and others to anyone who wishes to

subscribe. Subscriptions are usually reasonable. In addition to

MED-LINE one should stay in contact with their various consultants to

determine what text and publications have appeared that are of note

in the profession. The following journals are recommended for

regular review:
